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Registration  
 
Before registering for any engineering classes, each student must 
apply as a degree or certificate candidate, or special student 
and must submit appropriate application materials for review.  
Applications are accepted on a continuing basis.

Payment of all tuition and fees is required for each term at the 
time of registration.

Students are not permitted to register if there are unpaid bills from 
a previous term.

Course Numbering System
All Whiting School of Engineering courses are numbered in the 
form 605.402 where:

605 indicates the program - in this example, Computer 
Science 

402 indicates the course number - in this example, Software 
Analysis and Design

Courses with a zero before the first decimal point - e.g. 600.439 
- are daytime offerings of the Whiting School departments.

Course Credit
Credit hours are not assigned for graduate level courses (400-
level and above).  However, if credits are required for transfer 
purposes, all courses at the 400-level and above are interpreted 
as carrying the equivalent of four credits.
 
Web Registration 

Web registration is available to returning students by logging on to 
the EPP website (www.jhu.edu/epp) and following the instructions. 
Students must establish a JHED account in order to use web 
registration. Using the web registration option does not mean that 
you will automatically receive the class requested. All registration 
requests will be reviewed by the EPP office and then official 
confirmations will be sent out.

Employer Tuition Remission 
 
A copy of the contract or a letter on company letterhead indicating 
that a contract is in progress must accompany the registration 
form. The contract or letter should state that your employer will 
pay JHU for the course, or a specific amount/ percentage of the 
course tuition. In addition, the contract must state that the tuition 
will be paid up front before the semester begins. If your employer 
has a reimbursement policy, it is the student’s responsibility to pay 
all tuition up front themselves 
If your employer does not pay for the entire course, you must 
include a check or credit card information for your portion of the 
payment due. A contract, purchase order, or letter on company 
letterhead authorizing JHU to bill for tuition and/or fees must 
accompany the registration form. 
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Employer Tuition Reimbursement  
 
Many employers provide tuition reimbursement for their 
employees; that is, the employer reimburses the employee for the 
cost of the course once the course has been completed. In this 
case, students must pay for the course at the time of registration 
with their own funds and request reimbursement from the 
employer at the appropriate time.

If your remis-
sion does not cover the cost of the entire course, you must include 
a check or credit card information for your portion of the payment.

Verification Of Enrollment 

A registration confirmation will be sent from the Office of the 
Registrar when your registration has been officially processed. 

Late Registration 
 
Registration after the start of classes is possible until the second 
class meeting of a given class. A $65.00 LATE REGISTRATION 
FEE is assessed for registrations after the first class meeting.  

Refund Schedule 
 
Refunds apply only to the tuition portion of a student’s charges 
and are calculated from the date the student’s drop form is re-
ceived in one of the part-time programs offices. This form is com-
monly known as the “add/drop” form. Telephone withdrawals are 
not accepted.  Refunds are not granted to students suspended 
or dismissed for disciplinary reasons. Refunds for graduate and 
under-graduate tuition are made in accordance with the following 
schedule:
Prior to first class meeting -100%
Prior to second class meeting – 90% 
Prior to third class meeting – 75%
Prior to fourth class meeting – 50%
Prior to sixth class meeting – 25%
